We have also learnt how to snip and
crop pictures, copy and paste key text and alter the size and font of writing.

Next week, we are visiting Shelterbox, a disaster relief charity based in Truro. We are all looking forward to learning more
about what we can do to help people around the globe whose lives are affected by natural disasters.
